Applications for the 2026 Washington Youth Tour are now available from Fleming-Mason Energy. 
Up to six semifinalists will be representing their respective schools at the Frankfort Youth Tour in March of 2026,
 along with other students from across the state.

Two student finalists will be selected from the semifinalists to represent Fleming-Mason Energy on an all-expense paid trip to Washington, DC, on June 15-20, 2026. These students will travel with other Kentucky co-op-sponsored youth and co-op-employed chaperones to see sites, explore monuments and museums, meet with members of Congress, and make lifelong friends with other students from across the country.  You’ll discover leadership lessons from our nation’s history and be immersed in the cooperative spirit that built our nation, with all expenses paid by your Fleming-Mason Energy Cooperative.  Yeah, that’s amazing.  Are you up for it?
Participation Requirements
1. Student must be enrolled as a junior in high school or currently hold the status equivalent to junior in an accredited home-based school or academy when an application is made.
2. Applicant’s parents or legal guardians must have a residential or business account with Fleming-Mason Energy and the account must be registered in one or both names.
3. Applicant must submit a typed essay of 250-500 words on “How Electric Cooperatives have changed rural Kentucky.”
4. Entries are judged on the sincerity of essay content, spelling, grammar, and punctuation. 
5. Judging and selections are made by a panel of judges not employed by Fleming-Mason Energy.
6. The applicant cannot be related to an employee or director of Fleming-Mason Energy or its power supplier, East Kentucky Power Cooperative.
7. A copy of the applicant’s parents or legal guardians’ Fleming-Mason Energy electric bill must accompany
the essay and application for verification of service.
