Check your pool lighting and

stay safe

With pool season about to begin, it's important to
have the wiring and lighting inspected to ensure safe
operation before letting people swim.

One of the greatest potential hazards of electrical
shock in a pool comes from the underwater lighting.

Calder Sloan, a 7-year-old boy who loved to swim,
was killed by electrocution from faulty electrical
connections to a light. A ground wire in his family’s
pool wasn’t attached properly, which sent 120 volts
of electricity to the pool light instead of the expected
12 volts.

To help prevent tragedy, upgrade older pool light-
ing to modern safety standards. The older the light-

spection and repairs. That one step may save a life or
prevent serious injury.
